HPDA Standing Rules

1. Membership dues shall be $20.00 per year. Renewal membership shall be payable September 1st and delinquent January 1st. A $5.00 late fee will be charged to renewing members paying after December.

New member’s dues will be prorated, depending on when member joins. January 1st to April 30th - $20.00; May 1 to August 31st - $15.00; September 1st to November 30th - $10.00.

2. The financial records of HPDA shall be kept on a calendar year basis from January 1st through December 31st.

3. Business meetings shall be held not less than four (4) times annually. Normally, HPDA meets on the second Saturday of every month except for March and December.

4. HPDA shall have four (4) valid signatures on file with the bank with two (2) required on all checks. The four (4) signatures will be President, First Vice President, Second Vice President, and Treasurer

5. The most recent past President shall serve as a non-voting member of the Board of Directors as stated in the By-Laws as an Advisor for one (1) year.

6. Non-member guests may visit HPDA not more than two (2) times each year without payment of dues to HPDA.

7. Members in good standing may appear before and after the business meeting to sell decorative art and decorative art related items using designated space during our rental time.

8. A member in good standing shall be defined as a person whose dues are current.

9. Members running for an elected office must be in good standing and have attended at least half (50%) of the meetings during the calendar year.

10. An educational table will be available for teachers and shop owners in good standing to display class projects, and/or projects they have been working on along with information related to the arts. This includes “Show & Tell” for members.

11. HPDA will electronically transmit, or if requested, mail a monthly newsletter to members.

12.  The minutes of the preceding monthly meeting shall be published in the newsletter each month. It will not be necessary to read aloud at the meeting for approval.

13. The Treasurer’s report will be published in the newsletter each month, so it will not be necessary to read aloud at the meeting for approval.

14. All checks will be valid when tendered. No postdated checks will be accepted. A minimum of $25.00 or the actual charges incurred by HPDA, whichever is greater, will be charged to any member whose check is returned unpaid.

15.  Seminars shall be open to all club members in good standing. A deposit is required for each day of the seminar. Balance must be paid 30 days prior to the seminar.

a. Seminar chairperson must have seminar teachers fill out a W-9 form at the time of contract for IRS purposes and if cost of seminar will be $600.00 or more, treasurer will send a  1099-Miscellaneous Form to the teacher and IRS by January 31st.

16. The Ways & Means chairperson has items available to paint or decorate by members. Members bring the items back to the following meeting and they shall be raffled off. Each participant has a chance to win a $25.00 gift certificate each month. All other proceeds will be saved until the end of the year and the monies will be divided to any participants during the year.

17. The President of HPDA shall be allowed to receive a maximum $1,000.00 to attend any seminar that will benefit HPDA. This will include any local seminars and must be approved by the members. All expenses must be documented, and any unused monies will remain in HPDA account. The President is allowed to receive this grant once a year, but not exceeding more than two years.

18. Any money donated by members to assist members in good standing for a club purpose will be used anonymously. Only the amount of money collected will be listed in the newsletter.

19. At the death of a member, a memorial donation in the amount of $50.00 will be sent to a member of the family or life partner. Under certain circumstances, the benefit will be awarded at the discretion of the board.

20. All records are the property of HPDA.

21. The Standing Rules may be amended by majority vote at any meeting wherein there is a quorum.
